Dave Harte
Dave is currently running Digital Central, a major business development project on behalf of the regional development agency. Formerly, Dave has taught print design, photography and media theory on Birmingham City University (BCU) undergraduate and postgraduate courses. He continues to work on developing professional links between BCU students and the region's media industry. Digital Central aims to help the West Midlands' digital media and music industries through tailored support for showcasing, networking and innovation projects.

Dave is part of a national network of curriculum developers organised by the Centre for Excellence in Media Practice, he contributes to Skillset's regional Education Focus Group and sits on the Media Reference Group for the Higher Education Academy's Art, Design & Media subject Centre. 
Julie Holland
Dr Julie Holland began her academic career in 1990 as a lecturer in the Pharmacy School at the University of Nottingham. Her research focused on medical microbiology and vaccine development. Following a year’s secondment in the medical device industry, she returned to the School of Pharmacy as Business Manager where she was responsible for school finance, administration, intellectual property management and commercialisation. Julie went on to manage a bioscience business incubation management company and was also a director of a drug discovery start-up.
In 2002, Julie became Director of the East Midlands NHS Innovation Hub. With funding from the Dept of Health, the Regional Development Agency and Public Sector Research Exploitation Fund (PSRE) she established and ran the region’s knowledge transfer management and commercialisation office for primary and secondary care NHS trusts.
Since April 2005, Julie has lectured at Loughborough University in enterprise education. She is currently the Chair of Enterprise Educators UK – the national network. She continues to run her own business that specialises in supplying specialist equipment to the pharmaceutical, chemical and food industry.
David Tidmarsh

David has worked in both the Higher Education sector and Industry, with previous senior appointments at Sheffield Hallam University and the Rover Group.

When BCU was known as the University of Central England, David was the Dean of the Faculty of Engineering and Computer Technology.  He was involved with Millennium Point from its conception, in both the delivery of the Technology Innovation Centre and in the building of Millennium Point itself.  He is a Trustee of the Millennium Point Trust and also a Director of Millennium Point Property Limited.  

David then went on to become one of the university’s Pro Vice Chancellors and also the Deputy Chairman of the Technology Innovation Centre, having established the company and been Chief Executive. 

In June 2004, David left BCU to become the Vice Chancellor of Anglia Ruskin University.  

In January 2007, David returned to BCU as the Vice Chancellor. 

Linda Ball

Linda has worked in higher education for the past 30 years, as a lecturer, course leader, researcher, academic developer and external examiner, combined with freelance practice. She is currently leading a HEIF funded project on Professional Development and Enterprise in the Curriculum at the University of the Arts London.  She is a published author and writer of research papers, learning materials and resources including the on-line Artist's Professional Development Toolkit for A-N Artists' Magazine (www.a-n.co.uk) and a range of self-help resources for creative practitioners. From 2002 - 2004 she was an Academic Developer for Employability at the Subject Centre for Art, Design and Media and completed research funded by CHEAD, the Design Council and the HE Academy to inform higher education strategy for employability in creative subjects.   Prior to this she was Senior Lecturer at the University of Brighton and Area Leader for business and professional practice in art and design subjects and managed an international placement programme in fashion and textiles. 

Her approach to curriculum design for professional development is informed by HEFCE-funded research into pedagogic models, the characteristics of small creative enterprises, and case studies in independent learning, commissioned by the Crafts Council. She is an experienced educational developer and over a 9 year period worked in collaboration with Sue Drew on the design, content and delivery of the Crafts Council Making It series of staff development conferences. Her work with creative practitioners extends beyond higher education, most recently with visual artists and makers in the south-east region with ETA (Empowering the Artist).  She continues to work as a mentor and adviser with individual artists.

Annette Naudin
Annette Naudin is the course director of the MA in Media Enterprise at Birmingham City University. Annette developed her entrepreneurial experience by setting up and running her own successful textile business supplying outlets such as Liberty, Harrods and exporting to Japan, USA and Europe. Developing expertise in the creative industries and enterprise, she then worked as a consultant with clients including local authorities, Arts Council England and various creative industries organisations and projects. She completed a second MA at Warwick University in European Cultural Policy and Management. 
She is interested in the development and support of the creative industries sector and has recently been awarded a faculty Teaching Fellowship to research NESTA’s (National Endowment for Science, Technology and the Arts) approach to teaching enterprise. As part of this work she is coordinator of the Creative Enterprise conference and is the co-author of a published paper on the subject of Creative Industries Enterprise and Curriculum Development.
Andy Hartwell

Andy came to Birmingham 8 years ago to study for an honours degree in Multimedia Technology. After successfully completing this course at Birmingham City University and building some good relationships here, Andy decided to stay in Birmingham, excited by the opportunities the city had to offer. 

Andy is managing director of Substrakt Limited, a Birmingham based design, new media and advertising agency. Substrakt was formed in June 2006 after Andy had gained valuable skills managing a promotion and marketing company for the previous 2 years. Andy’s main role within Substrakt is business development, marketing and project management. Substrakt has established successful working relationships with clients including the BBC, Selfridges, Channel 4, and Cushman & Wakefield. One of Substrakt's main target markets is Architecture and Urban Design, having produced work for CABE, Lovejoy, MADE, and Birmingham City University's School of Architecture. 

Andy started a part-time MA in Media Enterprise at BCU in September 2006. This course has been directly related to the development of the Substrakt business through furthering his knowledge of the economic, technological and cultural aspects of the creative industries. Andy was able to use Substrakt as a case study for his course assignments, with a final project on e-marketing due for completion in May 2008. Andy also taught on a Multimedia Industry module at the Technology Innovation Centre within BCU during the academic year 2006-07.

Charlotte Bedford

Charlotte has worked in education and community media for over 15 years, specialising in the engagement of disenfranchised groups into learning activity. Her current work with the Prison Radio Association combines a background of counselling and learner support together with media curriculum development and delivery.

She is Chair of the West Midlands Community Radio Network and has undertaken research for the Learning and Skills Council on the role of community radio in education. Recent designs use carvings and water jet cut shapes along with the addition of sound and lighting. Glass is an exciting material, enabling corporate communication and branding through design, offering architectural strength with the demand for alternative materials in construction. Her glass incorporates fabulous shapes, inspiring colours, beautiful printed images, emotional sound, and cascading water. All of this is woven into an explosion of sensuous, moving emotion that takes in the environment into which it is placed so that it can be enjoyed by everyone in their own way.

Andy Penaluna & Kathryn Penaluna
Andy and Kathryn describe themselves as a ‘left-brain / right-brain’ partnership.

Andy has been a practitioner / lecturer in the creative industries for over 25 years and first introduced what might now be described as an entrepreneurship module to his programme in 1987. Originally trained as an analytical ‘Technical Illustrator’, he has developed a number of BA (Hons) courses that range from Illustration to Interactive Multimedia and, latterly, Design for Advertising. Andy has two research interests. His PhD was undertaken under supervision of the Universities of Wales and New York and unravelled a narrative about early photographic image manipulation techniques that employed airbrush. Kodak’s International Museum of Photography in New York has employed his expertise on the subject. The entrepreneurship agenda has also become a focus of activity in the classroom and various research activities have developed as a result.

Kathryn Penaluna, a former bank manager, has extensive experience in the Financial Industries sector and first joined the educational community in 1987. She openly admits to requiring significant mentoring when first dealing with students from design and creativity-based study programmes. Her MBA considered the ethical considerations that Graphic Design students and practitioners deal with when working with a wide range of businesses on a day-to-day basis. Kathryn now teaches entrepreneurship related classes across a diverse range of programmes and employs the strategies learned teaching while working with ‘creatives’. Kathryn is also employed as an Enterprise manager by Swansea Metropolitan University, helping to develop both student’s and graduate’s support networks while assisting them to commercialize their ideas.

These backgrounds have provided a foil for many a debate between the couple and their joint experiences have enabled them to challenge many accepted understandings and norms at international conferences and debates. In 2005 their approach was commended and selected as one of 5 major case studies to be undertaken by a HEA-ADM sponsored research exercise. These case studies were identified as providing “a distinct model for delivering entrepreneurship education to art, design and media students in higher education”. Further encouraged by two international award nominations in 2006, the couple are keen to promote entrepreneurial pedagogies that they believe to be implicit in design related courses. Most of all, they acknowledge the help and support they have received from an extensive alumni base, without whom they feel little could have been achieved.

Indicative of the merits of developing these interdisciplinary approaches is the fact that Andy is currently chairing a UK-wide network of educators on behalf of the Higher Education Academy – Business Management Accountancy and Finance Subject Centre. Siân is a trainer, facilitator, coach and consultant.  She has hands-on experience of running creative businesses as well as being a lecturer in creative enterprise, cultural policy and management. She has worked for IIMB in Bangalore and nationally for the Arts Council England, the National Endowment for Science, Technology and the Arts (NESTA) and for the Cultural Enterprise Office, Scotland. She’s also worked within a number of sub-regions to deliver business advice, training and coaching for creative individuals and organisations.  

Siân developed the Cultural Enterprise Office in Scotland from its opening in 2001 to the time that it was ready to deliver its service, establishing the methodology for business advice and training that is still employed. She worked with the original Creative Pioneer Team at NESTA and was responsible for the content and delivery of The Academy – NESTA’s residential enterprise development programme for highly talented individuals, she has since developed the material for Insight Out and Starter for Six, enterprise training programmes for innovative businesses.  

Dave Gibson

David was the first British Academic to be awarded a National Teaching Fellowship award by the HEA in Enterprise Education. He has embedded enterprise education into the curriculum at Queens University, Belfast in over 56 disciplines. This includes the creative disciplines within the Humanities, Film Studies, Drama, English, Languages and Liberal Arts at both Undergraduate and Postgraduate level. He is a Visiting Professor at the British University in Egypt and the author of several enterprise skills books including the best seller "The Efactor"; a text on enterprise skills for life. He is not only an Entrepreneur, he is also a Law Graduate and qualified Accountant. 

Terry Hunt
Terry is Deputy Head of Birmingham City University’s School of Jewellery and currently Director of the BA (Hons) Jewellery & Silversmithing course.

A generic research interest of his for several years has been the use of computer based technologies to generate decorative patterns and textures onto metal forms. Typically this has resulted in the design and production of vessels, in various sizes, made from precious and non precious metals, utilizing computer engraving hardware.

This work is very much demand led and can be as varied as helping a student to set up a small Enterprise to help finance their studies, through helping a graduate work up an initial idea into a full business proposal, to advising a small business on their growth strategy.  I also work with HE tutors on Business and Professional Practice modules.

Richard is a designer and lecturer in Arts and design. Over the last 25 years, he has lectured both in the HE and FE sector specialising in 3d design and professional practice.
